A copy of the medical standards is available at www.dft.gov.uk/dvla/medical Medical examinations and medical certificates are usually required on application for the licence and then again at 45 years of age, then every 5 years until the age of 65, when the medical certificate is required annually.   A full medical examination may still be requested if you medical status changes and you no longer meet the require standard.

HOW TO APPLY FOR A DRIVER LICENCE

First Time Ever

(a) Take to the Licensing Team, Minerva House, Chorley Street, Bolton:-


i)

ii) One colour photograph of yourself which must be:

identical, unmounted, 45mm x 35mm in size, full face without a hat or sunglasses, taken on a white, cream or pale grey background.

iii) Your full ordinary U.K. driving licence (complete if new style)

iv) The licence fee (Ask  the Licensing Team for fees)

v) CRB (Criminal Records Bureau) form completed in full & CRB check fee (Ask the Licensing Team)

vi) Proof of National Insurance Number i.e. a National Insurance /card//Payslip

vii) Original EU/EEA* Passport - *If you do not hold a current EEA passport, you will need to provide evidence that you are entitled to remain in this country indefinitely and able to work

viii) One recent utility bill stating your name and address (eg gas, electricity, mobile phone, bank statement, credit card statement) which must not be more than 3 months old.

It is not necessary to supply a Certificate of Medical Fitness at this stage.  That is only required after the successful completion of the Knowledge Test.  The medical declaration form attached to this document is for RENEWAL OF A PRIVATE HIRE DRIVER LICENCE ONLY.

iv) A Certificate of Medical Fitness (Form LG8) is also required if you are aged 45 years or over on or before the expiry date and thereafter every five years until reaching 65 years of age when an annual certificate is required.  Forms are supplied by the Licensing Team.


v) The licence fee (Ask  the Licensing Team for fees)

vi)
If required, a CRB (Criminal Records Bureau) form completed in full & CRB check fee.

(Please check with the Licensing Team if a CRB check is required.)  See CRB information leaflet regarding forms of ID required.

 (b)         If all is in order then a new licence and badge can be issued.

(b)  An application for renewal should be made NOT LESS THAN 21 DAYS before the date of expiry.

       
    Failure to do so may result in delay is issuing a licence.

    Persons who have previously held a Driver Licence issued by Bolton Council  



(a) If your licence expired within the last 6 weeks then follow the procedure set out in the section above headed   

‘renewal of a Driver Licence’ but in addition you will need to complete a new Criminal Records Bureau Check.

(b) If your licence expired more than 6 weeks ago then it is necessary to follow the procedure set out in the  

section above headed ‘First Time Ever’. You apply for First Grant.   You will be required to under go the        Knowledge Test, screening test, complete a Criminal Records Bureau check and submit a Certificate of Medical Fitness.

 CONVICTIONS

    Applicants who declare certain convictions cannot have licences issued immediately nor can they take the 

 Knowledge Test immediately. The fee and medical are not required at this stage for these cases. 

    Full details are set out in the ‘Guide to Applicants’.

    PRODUCTION OF U.K. DRIVING LICENCES.
    It is important that U.K. driving licences are produced. However it is recognised that in some  circumstances this   

 may not be possible. As the Council require written proof of the holding of the licence,  applicants in these 

 circumstances should write to or telephone D.V.L.A. at Swansea and request a letter  confirming your licence 

 details for production to the Council.
