(At this point members of the public are invited to show their respects by
walking past the War Memorial).

The parade march back on to the square and salute the war memorial
followed by members of the public. During the march past, those people/
organisations who would like to have their wreath laid on the war
memorial can hand it to the Mayor’s officer at the war memorial as they
are marching past to be laid on their behalf as is done in Westminster.
Alternatively, those people who would like to lay their own wreath can do
so immediately after the public have marched past and the service has
finished.
